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Why does the Torah need to list DNY»2's U (lineage) all the way back to VN9 YINN?

There were some of the people who weren't happy that N> took revenge against >0}

in order to sanctify the name of Hashem. They therefore embarrassed him and poked fun at
the fact that his mother was a descendant of YIN? (the father-in-law of YD) who was known
to be a priest for idol worshippers before he converted to Judaism. The Jews were suspicious
of ONY9, saying that he killed ))2Y because the 17N of cruelty was embedded in him from
his idol-worshipping ancestors.

Therefore, the Torah wanted to focus on DNY9’s great grandfather, Y127 IR, who was
known to be a person who ran after peace. (Ohaiv Sholom V'rodaif Sholom). The Torah traces
the lineage of DN back to YINN, about whom Hillel said in Pirkei Avot, {1:12}, "Be of the
disciples of 31N , loving peace and pursuing peace, loving people, and bringing them closer
to the Torah."

ONY» 3 inherited this trait from 91N, and when he took revenge for Hashem it was only in
order to restore peace and the honor of Hashem.
